Mrs. Linda Waters, Manager of Public Affairs with Atmos Energy Corporation, presented Council an update regarding the natural gas pipe replacement project.  Over the next several months, Atmos Energy will be upgrading several miles of natural gas pipelines located in city streets as well as the gas line that connects to customers’ meters. These system upgrades will ensure safe and reliable service to the citizens of Greenville. Citizens should expect to see construction signs throughout their neighborhood and door hangers on their homes notifying them of any activity that is about to take place. The project could take 3-4 months to complete. No action taken.
