ORDER: AUTHORIZING THE CITY CLERK TO TRANSFER MONEY FROM THE CITY’S RAINY DAY FUND TO THE TRUST OPERATING ACCOUNT FOR THE PURPOSE OF CONTINUING MUNICIPAL OPERATIONS WITH THE CONDITION THE RAINDY DAY FUND IS TO BE REPLENISHED IN FEBRUARY, 2018 AS AUTHORIZED BY MCA § 21-33-325, “… THE GOVERNING AUTHORITY OF THE MUNICIPALITY MAY BORROW SUCH MONEY … FROM ANY AVAILABLE FUND IN THE MUNICIPAL TREASURY, OR FROM ANY OTHER SOURCE, AND SUCH LOAN SHALL BE REPAID IN THE MANNER HEREIN PROVIDED…”.

On motion by Councilwoman Watkins, seconded by Councilwoman Weathers with all members present voting AYE, Council authorized the City Clerk to transfer money to the Trust Operating Account for the purpose of continuing municipal operations with the condition the Rainy Day Fund is to be replenished in February, 2018 as authorized by MCA § 21-33-325, “… The governing authority of the municipality may borrow such money … from any available fund in the municipal treasury, or from any other source, and such loan shall be repaid in the manner herein provided…”.

ORDER #17-618
ORDER: APPROVING ISSUING A CEASE AND DESIST ORDER ON PUBLIC WAYS PERMITS REGARDING NEW CONSTRUCTION ON CITY RIGHT-OF-WAYS WITH THE EXCEPTION OF EMERGENCIES OR PUBLIC SAFETY CONCERNS UNLESS THE BUSINESS AND/OR CONTRACTOR COMES BEFORE THE PUBLIC WORKS COMMITTEE, EXTERNAL CITY ENGINEER OR CLEARWATER SOLUTIONS FOR APPROVAL AND APPROVING INCREASING THE PUBLIC WAYS PERMIT FEE FROM $25 TO $1,000 PENDING A FULL DRAFTING AND APPROVAL OF AN ORDINANCE.

Motion was entered by Councilwoman Weathers, seconded by Councilwoman Hollowell to approve issuing a Cease and Desist Order and approving increasing the Public Ways Permit fee to $1,000. Substitute motion was entered by Councilman Brock, seconded by Councilwoman Hawkins to remand to the Public Works Committee for reconsideration with discussions to include representatives from the utilities that are affected. Votes on the substitute motion to remand to the Public Works Committee were Councilman Brock, Councilwoman Hawkins and Councilwoman Watkins who voted AYE. Councilwoman Hollowell, Councilwoman Weathers and Councilman Wilson voted NAY. There being a tie vote, Mayor Simmons voted NAY. Substitute motion failed. 

Votes on the original motion were all members present voting AYE, except Councilman Brock who voted NAY. Original motion passed and Council approved issuing a Cease and Desist Order on Public Ways Permits regarding new construction on City right-of-ways with the exception of emergencies or public safety concerns unless the business and/or contractor comes before the Public Works Committee, External City Engineer or ClearWater Solutions for approval and approving increasing the public ways permit fee to $1,000 pending a full drafting and approval of an ordinance.
