Substitute motion was entered by Councilwoman Watkins, seconded by Councilman Wilson to renew at $65 per acre, a three (3) year term, and an opt-out clause. Substitute to the substitute motion was entered by Councilwoman Hawkins, seconded by Councilwoman Weathers to table consideration until more information is provided. The substitute to the substitute motion was withdrawn. 

Initial substitute motion to renew at $65 per acres, a three (3) year term, and an opt-out clause was back on the floor with all members present voting AYE, except Councilman Brock, Councilwoman Hollowell, and Councilwoman Weathers who voted NAY. There being a tie vote, Mayor Simmons voted in the affirmative. Motion passed to renew lease agreement for 14.22 acres with Mr. Billy Jimson.
