Mr. John Fairman, CEO of Delta Health Center, announced that Delta Health Center and the City of Greenville will be hosting a free drive-through COVID-19 testing for all employees and citizens. The test will be given to all comers, asymptomatic and symptomatic, with no required appointment nor pre-screening. The first drive-through testing will be administered on Wednesday, May 6th from the hours of 8:00 a.m. -  5:00 p.m. and May 7th from 8:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at 2315 Hwy 82 East. The second drive-through testing will take place May 13th from 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m. and May 14th from 8:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. at 738 Washington Avenue. The community is encouraged to take advantage of this testing opportunity. No action taken.
