External City Engineer Hooker provided an update on William Alexander Percy Memorial Library Roofing Project. The insurance adjuster has inspected the hail damage to the library roof and has submitted a preliminary estimate of $124,244.96 for the repairs.  Mr. Hooker made Council aware the City must meet a $25,000 deductible. Therefore, the City is looking at a net claim of approximately $99,244.96. Three (3) bid packets containing the plans and specifications outlining the scope of work were mailed to licensed commercial roofers; however, Santucci & Sons Construction submitted the only bid in the amount of $199,500.00. Due to the large gap between net claim amount and the bid price received, Mr. Hooker is requesting authorization to negotiate with the insurance company in an effort to increase the net claim amount to cover the cost of the project.

            Council took up for discussion the number of purchase orders produced since stipulating the Mayor’s signature is required for approval. Departments are still entering a number of requisitions that automatically direct the software to generate a purchase order. Employees are then able to view in the accounting system whether a purchase order has been generated. Once discovered, employees are moving forward with providing the purchase order number to vendors and ordering parts and supplies. As such, the City is liable for those purchases. Proper procedure is to obtain the Mayor’s approval prior to input of a requisition. Mayor Simmons will notify all Department Heads. The City remains in a financial strain due to sewer rehabilitation projects and only necessary purchases should be made at this time. No action taken.
