Councilwoman Hawkins has received numerous complaints regarding road conditions on Pickett Street. External Engineer Hooker informed Council that the County began repairs by replacing the bridge on Pickett Street whereby the City was to complete the repairs by repaving a portion of the road. Estimated cost is $30,000. Under Order #15-171 of April 7, 2015, Council amended Order #15-127 which authorized allocating $62,500 for bridge repairs on Abide Road and Pickett Street and rather allocated $53,000 for both repairs. Currently, there is approximately $20,000 available for repairs. Council took up for discussion the City’s responsibility for completing the necessary repairs on Pickett Street.
