ORDER: APPROVING THE RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE CHARTER AND ORDINANCES COMMITTEE AMENDING THE WORDING IN PART I, CHARTER, ARTICLE III. MAYOR AND MUNICIPAL COURT. SEC. 3-11. MUNICIPAL COURT JURISDICTION; AUTHORITY TO PUNISH, ELECT POLICE JUSTICE. [REFERENCE MS CODE ANNOTATED 21-23-7(11)].”
From:  “The mayor or mayor pro tempore, shall be ex officio a justice of the peace in and for the corporate limits of the city; he shall have jurisdiction in addition to that passed  by other justices of the peace to hear and determine all violations of the ordinances of the city, and to punish offenders therefor, as may be prescribed; but such punishment shall never exceed a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), and imprisonment not exceeding ninety (90) days, or both, and the cost of prosecuting and imprisonment until the fine and cost be paid, and if the fines and costs be promptly paid, the convict may be required to work out the same; or the city council may elect a police justice to preside over the municipal court, and shall fix his salary, which, when so fixed, shall be in lieu of all cost.” 
To:  
“The municipal court judge shall be ex officio a justice of the peace in and for the corporate limits of the city; he shall have jurisdiction in addition to that possessed  by other justices of the peace to hear and determine all violations of the ordinances of the city, and to punish offenders therefor, as may be prescribed; but such punishment shall never exceed a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00), and imprisonment not exceeding six (6) months, or both, and the cost of prosecuting and imprisonment until the fine and cost be paid, and if the fines and costs be not promptly paid, the convict may be required to work out the same; or the city council may elect a police justice to preside over the municipal court, and shall fix his salary, which, when so fixed, shall be in lieu of all cost.”

Council held a Public Hearing to receive community input on resort status for the 100 block of Walnut Street.  Final approval rests with the MS State Tax Commission.  Comments were received as follows:

In favor of the request: Atty. Stan Perkins, spokesman; Wesley Smith, Washington County Convention and Visitor’s Bureau; David Weiss, Spectator’s Bar and Grill; Danny Peoples, Walnut Street Blues Bar; Frankie Painter, founding member of the Walnut Street Project; and Jack Gannon, concerned citizen.  Atty. Perkins cited enhanced tourism, revitalization of downtown and economic growth as reasons for resort status.

In opposition of the request: Dr. James Nichols, First Baptist Church; Rev. Tommy Benson, Vessels of Mercy Church; Rev. Frank Hall, Friendship Baptist Church; and Rev. Roosevelt Johnson, Evergreen Baptist Church.  Decline in morals, increase in crime rate, additional domestic disturbances were some of the issues cited by the opposition.

Crime statistics were provided by Police Chief Patterson stating no major criminal activity has occurred within the 100 block of Walnut Street except for a small number of calls (creating a disturbance).  Interim City Engineer Anderson provided an assessment of parking in the area.  Approximately 150 parking spaces are available from Washington Avenue to Central Street.   
Upon approval of resort status, the Walnut Street proprietors will provide the following:

a. Exercising the privilege of remaining open past 2:00 a.m. on Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays no later than daybreak.

b. Hire two reserve police officers to patrol the district for added security.

c. Street cleaning Thursday, Friday and Saturday.

Crews are working to clean the ditch to reduce the odor.
Mr. Jones also informed the Council that the leak was detected at the end of January with some discharge as well. The Department of Environmental Quality was notified immediately.  Currently there is no discharge coming from the plant and any discharge that was previously discovered has been cleaned up.
