Mr. Ben Sayle representing DARE, Delta Area Renewal Efforts, spoke in opposition of the designation. He read portions of MS Code Annotated § 67-1-5(o) and stated he does not feel the location or establishment meets the criteria. No other citizens offered input.
Chief Cannon informed Council no calls or disturbances have been recorded relating to the establishment. Council took the matter up for discussion.
