Council proceeded to hold a public forum to receive citizen input on amending Chapter 3, Article IX, Sec. 3.223 of the Historic Preservation Ordinance. Mr. Walley Morse addressed Council on behalf of the Joint Historic Preservation Commission (Commission). Mr. Morse stated a plan is being developed to help encourage trade in downtown Greenville.
Opposition to proposed amendments was voiced by Mr. Tom Shields, Vice President of May’s Dry Goods Wholesale Company and Atty. Jerome Hafter, downtown property owner. They are of the opinion that recommendations proposed by the Commission are too stringent.  As well, the proposed amendments will serve as barriers to attracting new business owners and hinder current owners from improvements.
Two suggestions were offered to the Commission. One is to consider changing the appeal process for renovations/upgrades from appealing to the Chancery Clerk’s Office to appealing to the City Council. A second suggestion is to include an “opt out” provision for business owners who do not choose to be a part of the Downtown Historic Business District. Further discussion will continue through the Charter and Ordinance Committee.
