Chief Gordon stated he was exploring a means to assist in eliminating the need to transfer gaming funds to the Airport Fund to supplement its operations. His suggestion is to transfer the payroll portion of Airport firefighters to the General Fund. He further stated, there are five (5) firefighter positions under the Central Fire Department’s budget that have not been filled. Not filling the positions will save the Central Fire Department approximately $209,000. 

Additionally, Chief Gordon also recommends rather than closing Fire Station #3 on Highway 82 to close the Paul Lawrence Fire Station #4 located on Cypress Lane due to its proximity to Fire Station #8 located on South Main Street. Closing one station should not negatively impact the City’s fire insurance rating; population loss over the past decade is 10,000 citizens. Council took up for discussion the affect all of the above may have on the City.
