MS Attorney General’s Opinion No. 2006-00181 of May 19, 2006 stipulates that “a municipality may enact a policy which provides for leave to employees under certain circumstances. Any leave granted from and after the effective date of that policy would not be considered a donation, and would be considered part of the benefits afforded to municipal employees. A policy granting paid leave to employees sent home due to inclement weather is a valid exercise of municipal authority pursuant to Miss Code Ann. Section 25-11-103(l).” The Employee Handbook is silent on the matter; therefore no policy exists. Human Resources Committee will be requested to develop a policy for submission to full Council. However, Council feels that an interim policy should be implemented until a final policy is developed.
