Mr. Jewell Lockhart and Mrs. Linda Meredith representing the Animal Welfare League addressed Council concerning the overpopulation of homeless animals and pets in the State of Mississippi. Mr. Lockhart and Mrs. Meredith informed Council that Mississippi State University (MSU) is conducting a spay/neuter clinic for homeless animals.  The clinic will be located at the Expo Center grounds of the Convention Center on July 23, 2010 and will return periodically in an effort to reduce the overpopulation problem.  
Council was also informed that other entities have donated either funds, services or a combination of the two in support of the clinic.  MSU will offer the clinic six times per year in the delta; three times in Greenville and three times in Indianola.
Councilwoman Hollowell made a motion for denial with regret. Motion died for lack of a second.
